*AFFIRMATION OF FAITH      From 1 Cor. 12, John 3 

Left side: No one can enter the kingdom of God unless they are born of water and 

the Spirit. 

Right side: Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to spirit. 

Men: There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit in all people. To each one 

the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good. 

Women: The body is a unit, though it is made up of many parts; and though all its 

parts are many, they form one body. So it is with Christ. We were all baptized by 

one Spirit into one body, and we were all given the one Spirit to drink. 
All: We are the body of Christ, and each one of us is a part of it. 

Under 50 years old : God says: “Here is my servant community whom I have chosen, 

the ones I love, in whom I delight; I will put my Spirit on them, and they will proclaim 

justice to the nations.” 

Over 50 years old: The Spirit of the Holy One is upon us, for God has anointed us to 

preach good news to the poor. God has sent us to proclaim freedom for the prison-

ers and recovery of sight for the blind, to release the oppressed, to proclaim the 

grace of God.
